Welcome to our SEN information report. Our school aims to be as inclusive as possible, with the needs of pupils with Special Educational Needs and Disabilities being met in a mainstream setting wherever possible. The four broad ‘areas of need’ are Communication and Interaction, Cognition and Learning, Social, Emotional and Mental Health Difficulties, and Sensory and Physical Needs. 
At Luddenham, we embrace the fact that every child is different, and, therefore, the educational needs of every child is different; this is certainly the case for children with Special Educational Needs.

1. Does the school know if children/young people need extra help and what should I do if I think my child/young person may have special educational needs? 

At different times in their school life, a child or young person may have a special educational need. The Code of Practice 2014 defines SEN as follows: 

“A child or young person has SEN if they have a learning difficulty or a disability which calls for special education provision to be made for him or her. A child of compulsory school age or a young person has a learning difficulty if he or she: has a significantly greater difficulty in learning than the majority of others the same age, or has a disability which prevents or hinders him or her from making use of facilities of a kind generally provided for others of the same age in mainstream schools or mainstream post-16s institutions.” Where pupils’ progress is significantly below age related expectations, despite high quality teaching targeted at specific areas of difficulty, provision of SEN Support may need to be made. 
If you have any concerns regarding your child’s progress or well-being, then please speak to either your child’s class teacher or Mrs Blaxill (SENCO) to discuss your further.

2. How will early years setting / school / staff support my child/young person? 

The class teacher: 
Responsible for… 

• Checking on the progress of your child and identifying, planning and delivering any additional help your child may need (this could be targeted work or additional support) and letting the Special Education Needs/Disabilities coordinator (SENDCO) know as necessary. 
• Personalised teaching and learning for your child as identified on the school’s provision map. 
• If a child has complex needs a Personalised plan will be written. 
• Ensuring that the school’s SEN Policy is followed in their classroom and for all the pupils they teach with any SEN.

Responsible for… 

• Provide professional guidance to colleagues and works closely with staff, parents and other agencies. 
• Write SEN Information Report which MUST be published on the setting website and updated annually 
• Overseeing day to day operation of the school’s SEN policy 
• Co-ordinate provision for children with SEN 
• Advising on a graduated approach to provide SEN Support 
• Advising on the deployment of the school’s delegated budget and other resources to meet pupil’s needs effectively 
• Liaising with parents of pupils with SEN 
• Liaising with EYFS providers, other schools, EP, health and social care professionals and independent or voluntary bodies, LA 
• Manage the transition process 
• Ensure school keeps the records of pupils with SEN up to date 
• Work with head teachers and school governors with regards to reasonable adjustments and access arrangements 


The Acting Head Teacher: Mrs Vincett
Responsible for… 

• The day-to-day management of all aspects of the school; this includes the support for children with SEN. 
• The Head teacher will give responsibility to the SENCO and class teachers, but is still responsible for ensuring that your child’s needs are met. 
• Regularly review staffing structure, ensuring that appropriate provision and adult support is in place.

3. How will the curriculum be matched to my child’s/young person’s needs? 

If a learner is identified as having SEN need, we will provide support that is additional to or different from the differentiated approaches and learning arrangements normally provided as part of high quality, individualised teaching intended to overcome the barrier to their learning. 
When providing support that is “additional to” or “different from” we engage in a four-stage process: 
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Assess – this involves taking into consideration all the information from discussions with parents/carers, the child, the class teacher and assessments. 
Plan – this stage identifies the barriers for learning, intended outcomes, and details what additional support will be provided to help overcome the barriers. Decisions will be recorded on a Personalised Plan and will form the basis for review meetings. 
Do - providing the support – extra assistance for learning – as set out in the plan. 
Review – measuring the impact of support provided, and considered whether changes to that support need to be made. All of those involved – learner, parents or carers, teacher


Luddenham Primary School adheres to the following inclusive principles: 
Staff value pupils of different abilities and support inclusion. Within the school, staff and pupils will be constantly involved in the best ways to support all pupil’s needs within the school. There is flexibility in approach in order to find the best provision for each child. Within each class, teaching and learning styles and organisation will be flexible to ensure effective learning. Grouping to support children identified with additional needs will be part of this process.

4a) How will both you and I know how my child/young person is doing and how will you help me to support my child’s/young person’s learning? 

In addition to normal reporting arrangements, there will be the opportunity for parents to meet with their child’s class teacher and SENCO to review the short-term targets and to discuss the progress the child has made. Obviously, we also encourage an “open door” approach whereby teachers are accessible at the end of the day. Your child’s progress will be continually, monitored by his/her class teacher. His/her progress will be, reviewed formally, tracked with the Head teacher and SENCO every term in reading, writing and maths. Through Parent Consultations and termly reports, Teachers make clear the attainment against age related expectation and the level of progress made. 

At the end of each key stage (i.e. at the end of Year 2 and Year 6), all children are required to be formally assessed. This is something the government requires all schools to do and the results are published nationally. 

Where necessary, children will have targets set by outside school / outside agencies specific to their needs with, the intention of, accelerating, learning and to close any gaps. Progress against these targets will be reviewed regularly, evidence of judgments assessed and a future plan made. 
The progress of children with an EHC Plan (Educational Health Care Plan) will be formally reviewed at an Annual Review. 

The Head teacher and SENCO will monitor the progress made by SEN children in their class work and any intervention that have been, put into place. Regular book scrutiny, lesson observations, will be, carried out by the SENCO and other members of the Senior Management Team. To ensure that the needs of all children are, met and that the quality of teaching and learning is high. We send regular whole school newsletters with information about events. 


4b) What support will there be for my child’s/young person’s overall well-being? 
We recognise that some children have extra emotional and social needs that need to be developed and nurtured. All classes follow a structured PSHE curriculum to support this development. However, for those children who find aspects of this difficult we offer. 
· Social awareness, friendship, resilience and self-esteem games, groups and activities 
· Nurture play time support 
· Lego therapy sessions 
· Access external agencies and professionals and follow their advice 
· Nurture support for children with emotional dysregulation and attachment.
· Drawing and Talking delivered by fully trained TA’s 
· Access to Play Therapy
· Advice from the Kent Educational Psychology Service 


The school benefits from a Behaviour Policy with clear rewards and sanctions and in each class the exact same rules are applied. In respect of Anti Bullying, there is a policy in place and is accessible to Parents. As part of the curriculum, the school plans activities about Anti Bullying. 
Any pupils with additional medical needs are well catered for at Luddenham Primary School. All medical requirements are requested from parents prior to admission and these are added to the school medical needs folder. All medicines are kept in individual sealed containers in a locked cupboard that are accessible to appropriate members of staff. For those pupils needing medicine regularly, we complete an individual health care plan which is reviewed annually. 

5) What specialism services, experience, training and support are available at or accessed by the setting / school 
Once the school has identified the needs of SEND pupils, the SENCO and Head teacher decide what resources/training and support is, needed. 

School Provision: 
• Wide range of Literacy and Numeracy small group interventions delivered by Teachers and TA’s 
• ICT support in the form of reading, phonic and maths programmes. 
• Teaching assistants and Nurture staff offering social skills support including confidence building and developing friendships. 
• Playtime nurture support for children with social development. 
• Speech and Language support from Speech and Language Therapists and Speech and Language link programmes. 

Test Concessions for KS2	
Concessions for special arrangements for SATs are regular practice within the school. These concessions include: 
· Additional 25% of the allowed time in all papers. 
· 1:1 prompters and careful considerations for groupings to ensure emotional support. 
· Papers were, copied on to coloured paper for the children diagnosed with Dyslexia and Irlens Syndrome.

7) How will my child/young person be included in activities outside the classroom including school trips? 
At Luddenham School, we believe all learners are entitled to the same access to extra-curricular activities, and are committed to make reasonable adjustments to ensure participation for all. Any additional support or necessary adjustments are, recorded on the risk assessment for that activity. Please contact us if your child has any specific requirements for extra-curricular activities. 

8) How accessible is the setting / school? 
Disability Duty – Accessibility and Future Plans 
Under the Disability Equality Duty, schools are required to take, proactive steps to ensure their disabled pupils, staff and governors, parents/carers and other people using the school are treated equally.  Schools are required to establish a Disability Scheme to promote equality of opportunity for disabled pupils, which sets out to improve access to facilities and the physical environment of the school, as well as the curriculum and information for pupils. 
Steps taken to prevent disabled pupils from being treated less favourably than other pupils:

· There are individual learning plans for pupils with severe and complex needs 
· Sensory  Circuits interventions are delivered across the school for pupils with sensory processing difficulties 
· Clever Hands and Fizzy interventions are provided for pupils with fine and gross motor skill difficulties 
· Speech and Language interventions are delivered to pupils with communication difficulties 
· Interventions to support Literacy and Maths skills 
· Disabled toilet 
· Careful considerations of classrooms arrangements to support physical and SEMH needs. 
· Differentiation of start of the day to support SEMH needs 
· Lift access to upstairs classrooms
· Alternative forms of recording and use of technology such as laptops 
· Posture support such as writing slopes and wedge cushions
· Adaptations to writing tools- Triangular pencils and pens, handwriting grips.
· Carefully differentiated work to ensure daily success and access for all to the curriculum. 
· We ensure wherever possible that equipment used is accessible to all children regardless of their needs. 
· After-school provision is accessible to all children, including those with SEN. 
· Extra-curricular activities are accessible for children with SEN. 
· The school has an outside learning area. 
· The school has an up to date accessibility plan which, is considered each year and whenever there is building work. 


9) How will the setting /school prepare and support my child/ young person to join the setting /school, transfer to a new setting / school or the next stage of education and life? 


New pupils to Luddenham Primary School 
Early Years staff will meet with parents prior to pupils starting school. Concerns about particular needs forwarded to the SENDCO. Where necessary the SENDCO will arrange a further meeting with parents, previous setting, health visitor etc. 
Class teachers of children joining from other schools will receive information from the previous school; if required the SENCO will telephone previous school to discuss individual pupil’s needs. 

Preparing for next steps 
Transition is a part of life for all learners, whether that involves moving to a new class or moving to a new school. We recognise that transition is an important time for all children, but especially so for a child with SEN. Consequently, we work closely with parents, pupils and staff to ensure these transitions run as smoothly as possible. 

Planning for transitions with the school will take place in the Summer Term; arrangements for transition to Secondary School for pupil with SEN will be planned according to individual need. 

Liaison with Feeder Schools
Strong links exist with our local secondary schools.  This year telephone meetings have taken place between our SENCO and Year 6 teacher to ensure accurate and efficient transfer of records and information in order to minimise the disruption of support levels for pupil transferring to secondary schools.  Separate transition and induction meetings were set up for pupils with SEN where required. The Year 6 children also gained support through transition lessons and had access to Specialist Teachers transition materials and videos online via our website.  

Transition within school
At Luddenham School, we understand the importance of smooth transition at every point of the children’s journey. We offer additional transition support for those vulnerable children in Term 6 which includes extra classroom visits and social stories.

Role and Responsibility

· To promote the educational achievement of looked-after and previously looked-after pupils who are no longer looked after 
· Be a central point of initial contact within the school. 
· To work with VSK to promote the education of looked-after and previously looked-after children 
· Promote a whole school culture where the personalised learning needs of every looked-after and previously looked-after child matters and their personal, emotional and academic needs are prioritised
· Take lead responsibility for ensuring school staff understand the things which can affect how looked-after and previously looked after children learn and achieve and how the whole school supports the educational achievement of these pupils.  
· Appreciate the central importance of the looked-after child’s PEP in helping to create a shared understanding between teachers, carers, social workers and, most importantly, the child’s own understanding of how they are being supported.
· Have the level of understanding they need of the role of social workers, VSHs and carers, and how the function of the PEP fits into the wider care planning duties of the authority which looks after the child.
· Contribute to the development and review of whole school policies and procedures to ensure that: 
· They do not unintentionally put looked-after and previously looked-after children at a disadvantage; 
· There is effective induction for looked-after and previously looked-after children starting school, new to the school and new to care; 
· There are effective procedures in place to support a looked-after child’s learning; 
· Particular account is taken of the child’s needs when joining the school and of the importance of promoting an ethos of high expectations about what s/he can achieve; 
· Transitions to the next phase of a child’s education are supported effectively to avoid children losing ground 
· There are no barriers to looked-after children accessing the general activities and experiences the school offers to all its pupils (e.g. taking into account possible transport difficulties and the arrangements for looked-after children to attend meetings). 
· Promoting a culture in which looked-after and previously looked-after children;  are able to discuss their progress and be involved in setting their own targets, have their views taken seriously, and are supported to take responsibility for their own learning; 
· Are prioritised in any selection of pupils who would benefit from one-to one tuition, and that they have access to academic focused study support; 
· Are encouraged to participate in school activities and in decision making within the school and the care system; 
· Can discuss difficult issues (such as SEN, bullying, attendance) in a frank manner with a sympathetic and empathetic adult. 
· Being a source of advice for teachers about: differentiated teaching strategies appropriate for individual pupils who are looked-after or previously looked-after children; and the use of Assessment for Learning (AfL) approaches to improve the short and medium term progress of looked-after and previously looked after children, and help them and their teachers understand where they are in their learning (including any knowledge gaps), where they need to go, and how to get there. 
· Working directly with looked-after and previously looked-after children and their carers, parents or guardians to:  
-promote good home-school links;  
-support progress by paying particular attention to effective communication with carers, parents or guardians;  
-ensure carers, parents or guardians understand the potential value of one-to-one tuition and are equipped to engage with it at home; 
-ensure carers, parents or guardians are aware of how the school teaches key skills such as reading and numeracy; 
-and encourage high aspirations and working with the child to plan for their future success and fulfilment.
· Having lead responsibility for the development and implementation of looked after children’s PEP within school in partnership with others as necessary
· Working closely with the school’s Designated Safeguarding Lead to ensure that any safeguarding concerns regarding looked-after and previously looked-after children are quickly and effectively responded to.

11. How is the decision made about what type and how much support my child/young person will receive? 
The school budget includes money for supporting children with SEN, the local authority should provide additional top up funding where the cost of the SEN provision required to meet the needs of an individual pupil exceeds the nationally prescribed threshold (£6,000). This funding is where a child has significant and complex needs. 

The Head Teacher decides on the deployment of resources for Special Educational Needs and Disabilities, on the basis of needs in the school. The Head Teacher and the SENCO discuss all the information they have about SEND in the school, including the children getting extra support already, the children needing extra support and the children who have been identified as not making as much progress as would be expected. From this information, they decide what resources/training and support is needed. The school identifies the needs of SEN pupils on a provision map. This identifies all support given within school and is reviewed regularly and changes made as needed, so that the needs of children are met, and resources are deployed as effectively as possible. 

Funding/ Budget allocation 
The first £6000 of any SEN pupil’s entitlement is funded through the delegated school budget. Beyond	£6000 Luddenham can apply for high needs funding for individual support needs. We currently have six children with additional High Needs Funding. This is a small amount of additional funding ranging from £938 to £12,204 annually depending on the category and severity of need. This funding must be reapplied for each year.


12. How are parents involved in the setting / school? How can I be involved? 
At Luddenham Primary School, we value the importance of building positive relationships with parents and families within our School community. Where a pupil is identified as having special educational needs, parents are, given the opportunity to be part of the assessment and review process. 

13. Who can I contact for further information? 
We hope to resolve, any complaints you may have, which in the first instance should be, directed to the Head Teacher. In most cases, we find that complaints can be, dealt with successfully at this level. However if this is not possible, please see the complaints policy on the school website.
